Paul Baumer and his friends enlist in the German army as idealistic young
men, but their experiences in the Great War radically alter their morale. Can
they ever recover from the shock of disillusionment, or has the new
technology of mass warfare irrevocably destroyed the world's innocence?

This novel presents a man's quest for identity, so it would make sense for
Toni Morrison to have written it in 1st person to give emphasis to Milkman's
search for himself. But this novel is written in 3rd person. How does this
style of narration and the perspectives of different characters help illustrate
the themes of the novel?
